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This contemplative exercise is based on the belief that God is active in the world, laboring to transform it and ultimately unite it with Him. For St. Ignatius of Loyola, God is Deus Operarius (God the Worker), who is constantly involved in creation and invites us to join Him in His work of loving transformation. We are called to work with God. God invites us to find Him in all things and to cooperate with Him in bringing about His Project in our world, especially as leaders of organizations. Our projects should align with and support God’s Project. Additionally, we can see ourselves as instruments in God’s hands, and our organizations too.
Scripture
“My Father is always at his work to this very day, and I too am working … the Son can do nothing by himself; he can do only what he sees his Father doing, because whatever the Father does the Son also does. For the Father loves the Son and shows him all he does. Yes, and he will show him even greater works than these, so that you will be amazed” (John 5:17, 19-20).
What I ask God for
I pray for the gift to discern God the Father and God the Son at work in my organization.
Questions to contemplate
1. As I gaze with love at my organization, what moves my heart? 
2. I recall an incident that helps me appreciate who we are as an organization. What happened? 
3. How are we cooperating with the work of God the Father and God the Son in our organization?
